AM, and a driver must remain with each vehicle at all times.



Line-Up:

o Floats must stop completely before participants disembark.
Do not leave the parade until reaching Main Street and Hwy 56 (CVS); continue to
South Granville High School for unloading.
Adult supervision is required for all children under 14.
Only adults should throw candy to increase safety.
Loud noises such as car motors and motorcycle revving are discouraged.
Participants must keep moving forward and refrain from stopping to perform.
Clubs and organizations are limited to 3 walking groups or 2 vehicles per
application, fitting within a 40°x6’ space.
Motorcyclists must wear proper DOT-approved helmets.
o Teams, troops, and tribes should wear uniforms or matching attire with identifiable

signs or banners.

o No selling items along the parade route.
